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The role of the Family Capacity Advocate position is to provide a
holistic approach to supporting siblings, parents and caregivers

justice system. We know navigating the justice system can be
challenging for individuals and families. Our dedication is to
reduce any barriers and vulnerabilities that may be impacting
their lives and to strengthen the family unit as a whole.

Families who have a loved one from the ages of 12-25 that are
involved in some capacity with the justice system and/or
engaged in criminal activity. The individual must still be
connected to their families such as their parents and siblings to
access supports.

Britannia Woods Community House (BWCH) is a community based
agency that focuses on providing responsive supports for

communities, through an equitable and strength-based lens.
The Family Capacity Advocate position (FCA) sits under our
established community development framework: Family
Advocacy & Capacity-building Engagements (FACE). The FACE
framework is a responsive community engagement model, that
aims to facilitate supports in a comprehensive and informed
manner. As an agency, we strive to improve the overall
well-being and quality of life for members of our community that
are the most marginalized.
